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Before deciding to repair your water pump it s sensible to determine

that it is actually the water pump which is malfunctioning. A
failure of the water pump seal is usually first made apparent by
having the battery and bonnet sprayed with water. If this dampness
perasists it is quite likely that you will find water dripping from the
water pump drain hole. This is right underneath the water pump where
you can't see it. So stick your finger under there. If it'a wet
(your finger) you have (probably) a failed seal. Check the water
pump bearings by grabbing hold of the fan and waggling it. Does it
waggle? If it does and gues "eclonk clonk" your water pump bearinga

are worn out.

Having decided jour water pump needs mending you have to take it out.
Arm yourself with a couple of 14 mm spanners, a 10 mm spanner and a
screwdriver.

1. Drain the radiator and engine block by turning the brass taps.

5. Undo the hoses going into the water pump at both ends and

wiggle them loose. Remove the top one.
3.  Slacken off the dynamo and remove the fan belte
4. Take off the fon (4 nuts 10 mm).

5. Remove the thermostat housing complete. Keep the little rubber

rings on each end of the connecting pipe.

6. Undo the 4 14 mm bolts holding the water pump in place.
WARNING: your patience may be loat on the bottom ones!

7. Having undone all the bolts the water pnmp should fall off. 1Ir
it domsn't, hit it (with your hand or rubber mallet, not a hommer ) +
Watch out for the radiator.

You will have a large lump of pgreasey wet alloy in your hands, so

go and clean it. Use paraffin for the grease. Make a pattern from
the paper gasket between the water pump and the block before eleaning
up the bhack of the water pump with a wire brush. Once it's all nice

and clean, arm yourself with the following tools to diomantle the
thing:

a hub puller,

a big screwdriver (possibly an impact driver),

a couple of drifte ( short plecen of iron rod),

a hammer,

ceireclip pliers,

feeler gauge 0,5 mm,

a plece of tube with an inside dismeter of about * inch.

Ton will also need the following parte to rebuild it:

2 bearings 6302 RS (from your local bearing stocklat: see
yellow pages,

1 seal (original Goetze from COeorge or Hoover 627661),

! impeller (or access to m lathe or engineering works to reface
the old),

a gheet of gnsket paper to mako new gnekete.

4. Uaing a drift and supporting only the outer edge of the housing

5. Knock out the imner bearing (6) with a drift, in the same direction.

6. Enock out the old neal from the fronk.

7. Remove the felt ring {if it's there) and ita housing (a steel ring).
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seal takes the place of the felt ring and helps keep the
bearings clean. Use the plece of tube to push the bearings
down the shaft. Never ever hit the shaft or the bearings
directly. Hit the tube, which should bear against the imner

race of Lhe bearing only.

Press the bearings on the shaft into the pump body. Line things
up carefully nnd don't use too much force. Drive the front
bearing home using a large mocket as a drift, bearing against
the puter racee.

Replace dust shield and circlip (pts 2 and 3).

If you have any water pump grease put it into the space between
the rear bearing and where the seal will go. This is not
essential. It i1s only a fall safe precaution. I have never
had a water pump with this grease in because I haven't got any

waler pump grease. In other words, you don't need it.

Preas the new seal into its housing VERY CAREFULLY. Use a socket
with ita outer edge bound in tape for this. Be careful not to

pinch the rubber as this can puncture it, The socket should bear
ngainst the very outer edge of the seal only. The Hoover seal is

tougher and can be poked into place wilh a screwdriver.

Press on the refaced impeller, (Rubber mallet or hammer end lump

of wood). The gap between the impeller fins and the pump body

should be 0,5 mm. This is importante.
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cup socket and pump in some grease. Ordinary LM Castrol greaoe
is ideal. Do not overfill, or 1t will all opray out of the

front and you will have a greane covered engine inatead of a
wvel one.

Replace grease cup, and there you are.

Refitting
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the pump, you probably dnmaged the seal in assembly and will have to start

again.

Replace the fan.
Bolt nssembly on to engine block (don't forget the gasket).

Replace the thermostat housing with ite connecting pipe and
ridiculotis rubber rings. This 18 n pest and very awkward.
Be prepared for leske around here. Try new ringes or instant
gasket. i

Refit the hoses and tighten up. Fill up with water and anti-
freeze (don't forget to shut the tape firatl).  Check for lenks.
Refit the fan belt. Start the engine with the heater oms
¥hile running, unscrew the two 1ittle bolts on the croass plpes
until water bubbles ont. This is called "bleeding the system".
